We have known Ron Carlson since the mid-̞̦̥̝̃ȡ˱  ĉ± ʞ"ȡ ʘ±ȉʲ "lȺĜʘ± 

with us in TWPCA (now WEAT) and we all became very good friends.  

When we build his relationship with Barbara and married her, she came 

into the circle of friends as well. 

Ron worked with Rhonda on the development and implementation of 

the Spanish language Operator Training program which EPA funded and 

had TWPCA and TAWWA develop as a joint program after a Cholera 

outbreak in Piedras Negras, MX, in 1995.  His Spanish language skills 

were invaluable, and he became the main point of contact for our  

relationship with Sociedad Mexicana da Aguas, A.C. (SMAAC), our Mexican Member Association for 

WEF.  Ron worked with SMAAC to participate in a Train-the-Trainer program in 1997 and SMAAC 

eventually took over the training as the approved training provider for SEMARNAP (Mexico  

equivalent to EPA) with a voluntary Operator Certification program throughout the country of  

Mexico. This relationship with SMAAC and this training program are still going strong today, over 25 

years later.
