For this Fall 2023 semester, WEAT-NTS was able to donate $18,050 to 21 qualified recipients who 

are interested in careers in the wastewater industry. 13 students received a total of $10,050 from the 

WEAT-NTS Scholarship, and 7 students received $8,000 from the Daryl Hall Scholarship.  

By comparison, this previous Spring 2023 semester WEAT-NTS donated $12,550 to 15 students via 

the WEAT-NTS and Daryl Hall Scholarships. WEAT-NTS looks forward to continuing aiding these  

students as they work hard pursuing their college degrees! 

Opstoberfest 2023 was held on Friday, October 20 at the St. Jude Event Center. We had a  

near-record attendance of teams that came out to put their best meats, desserts and home brewed 

beers on display, and to the test. The event raised over $2,300, which goes directly toward funding 

travel expenses for utility teams competing at WEFTEC and Texas Water. A big thank you to all  

volunteers and participants who helped put this event together!
